The History of Recycling Spectacles

The Lions Club of Chichester have been collecting and sorting used spectacles for 39 years.  Collecting spectacles for recycling was a Lions club activity as far back as 1967, however it became a major project for the Chichester Lions Club in 1980.  In 1985 Chichester Lions Club linked up with the Le Harve Lions and Medico France and over the following five years 100,000 spectacles, 43,000 lenses and 10,000 frames were sent to Medico France.

Chichester Lions Club are receiving used spectacles from Lions clubs throughout the UK, as well as from opticians, supermarkets and businesses.  Spectacles are delivered in boxes and bags of all shapes and sixes and are processed by club members and volunteers with experience in the Apuldram Workshop.
