What you have to offer your local primary schools.

ROAR is a fantastic service opportunity for your club and an inspirational fun learning experience for primary school children aged 7 to 11, encouraging their imagination to create ‘world changing ideas’. 
Helping them to ‘think big and dream big’.

ROAR is organised by and run in your local primary schools, on your behalf, by 8billionideas the award-winning education company. They have been involved with running ROAR for 5 years and ROAR is now an MD youth programme.

Decide how many schools your Lions Club wants to sponsor.

The cost is £170 a school and once you have the school on board and have paid, 8billionideas will run the ROAR programme in your local schools on your Lions Club’s behalf.

If you have more schools interested than you can fund, then the school or PTA can pay for themselves.

Does your club already have contacts and relationships with local schools?

You may have supported them in the past, Lion’s children or grandchildren may be pupils.

Using the internet, list all local primary schools, head teachers’ names, emails addresses and telephone numbers.

This will allow you to send an email to launch ROAR and get them interested
Recommended method for first contact with your schools.
This can be an introductory telephone call followed up with an email. Probably best if you already have a relationship with the school.

Or email followed up with a phone call, better if you don’t know the school you are approaching.

Getting your schools involved and entered.
Some head teachers ask for their schools to be involved in response to this initial email. Most you need to follow up with a contact
But it is good to have a short face to face meeting. So follow up your email with a phone call or another email asking for a 10 minute meeting to offer your Lions Club’s support and funding for ROAR 2022 in 
their school.

For this meeting you can either take a printed ROAR presentation with you or use a laptop with the ROAR Power Point presentation. Both will answer most questions the head teacher may have.
Either go onto the link below and print it out, this will provide you with the information you need in a face-to-face meeting or print out the Power Point slides.
There is also an 8billionideas link to encourage schools to enter ROAR 2022, which explains the support they give to the teachers. This is the same link as in the email to head teachers.
